Title The Lab behind doping tests : Current Challenges and future directions ?

Martial Saugy is the Director of Swiss Laboratory for Doping Analyses (LAD)

in Lausanne. He has been invited by Hans Hoppeler, Prof. MD, Inselspital.

Martial Saugy has been involved in the fight against doping since 1990. He participates to the creation of the Swiss Laboratory for Doping Analyses. He is Biochemist and works essentially in the detection of hormones in human biological samples. The main interests of his team in Lausanne are the metabolism of steroid hormones, the detection of the use of recombinant erythropoietin and human growth hormone, as well as the establishment for top level athletes of a biological passport. 

Martial Saugy is scientific advisor of medical commissions from major international sports organization (FIFA, UEFA, IAAF, UCI) and is member of the list working group from the Health, Medical & Research Committee of the World Anti-Doping Agency.

On June, 2, Martial Saugy will give an overview of the current Challenges of the Lausanne Lab in the perspective of EURO and Beijing 2008 and will present some future trends in the fight against doping in sports. The use of novel and potent drugs coming from biotechnology as well as gene doping are of course the future directions which will be taken on board by the cheaters. This will force the anti-doping authorities to invest more and more in research to keep the sport clean and fair.
